I understand fate as follows:

Whenever you consider the nature of time you have to realise it is only our perception that we are gifted with. This perception is alike a "frequency" which we are all "tuned" to.  This is the plane of existence that we see and feel.  However, we are not alone.  

This plane is best described as a slice.  Imagine you slice a solid ball in two and open it out.  The edge through the ball that you create is a plane or slice.  Now we live on a set slice, but we are not living on the only possible way to slice the ball.

The ball is the multiverse and it does not matter how you slice it you will find somewhere someone calls home.  These slices of course intersect.  An intersection is like a junction where the slice can go off one way or another.  This is a branch in time.

Say I throw a stick at a hoop.  I may throw it a hundred times b4 getting it in.  Or I may throw it once.  Once the event has occurred I "move" past the junction between one slice and another (this is the moving perception of time).  In another slice I may have missed or given up or any number of possible things.

Now since I am tuned into a particular slice and I am moving along it (powered by the flow of events around/in me) passing junctions as I go, I perceive these things as the flow of time.  Like if I drop a cup from a table it smashes.  It doesn’t hang there. But in another slice it may have bounced.

Reduce this down to the atom then multiply it by almost infinity.

That is "time", my perception of the millions of events and junctions passing all around and in me.  For every event another slice may have passed.  I am unable to go back to the junction and replay the event.  This is the nature of cause and effect, the passing of junctions that may have taken me off in very different ways through life. The differences may be very very very very small.  Or they may be very very very very big.  The further along the slice I go the more different I may be from a junction I have passed.

Simple multiverse theory.  But there’s more I am considering:

Fate.  Well ive had times in my life where I KNEW something was gonna happen.  I’m not going to go into too much detail, but suffice to say it was an event with NO chance of forewarning, and whilst I had this feeling I recorded it down on paper.  I also found that when I arrived at the event my surroundings, I could tell, were to have a long-term effect on my future.  All of these things came about and I can still remember the strange "hairs on the back of my neck" feeling now.  Something ive read about is called the "weight of history".  The idea that certain events are fated.

It occurs to me that it may be possible to "see down the slice".  It may be possible to at least "feel" down the slice.  Or perhaps to be at a junction and feel the "other slice" and its future.

The question is how

The question is also, if we can feel events unfolding around us are we powerless to do anything about it?  The answer to that one is: we may be powerless, it depends.

Then consider time travel.  If we travel in time we must actually travel to a different slice that exists in that time.  For example, perhaps in the other slice Dinosaurs lived for ten minutes less, and so the entire history of the planet earth has been bumped back ten minutes.  If I could jump to that slice I could effectively be in the past.

But if I, say jumped to a slice 30 years ago and killed my father, I would be ony killing the father of the possible Nashawan in that slice.  I wouldn’t have any effect on myself since I’m from another slice altogether.

The effect of fate is therefore thus: I can feel the junctions passing all the time, and this gives me the illusion of freewill.  But all my efforts are not the only things that effect my reality.  And those beyond my control are in effect fated (from my point of view).  However, the spanner in the works comes as thus:

If I can perceive events before they happen can I do anything about it? Does this change fate?  

No because the slice I live on is smooth cut.  Whatever action I take the motion of the slice stays the same.  Whatever I do, the slice was not changed.  Therefore if I do or don’t do an action I am still staying on the same slice.  Because THIS is the slice that I performed the actions I am going to do

My only chance to REALLY change the future (or the past) is to JUMP to another slice.  If this is possible though it may be dangerous for the fabric of reality.

Fate is with us.  Fate doesn’t control the reality that I have at arms length, only that reality which I cannot directly control.  BUT whatever happens this slice is my "home" and I’m stuck here (perhaps until a later junction....)
